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To begin the Mayor presented recognition of “Super Star Students”. The most notable student was an 8th grader from Galaxy Middle School who started a project called “Jeans for Teens” which provided new jeans for one hundred and eighty low income students in our community. I had thought this project was incredibly notable due to the fact that in today’s economy there are so many community members in need and at risk for poverty and for this student to provide clothing to those in need does make a difference. There were many other children also recognized for their performed volunteer services and excellent academic performance during this time and as I had mentioned previously, I find this sort of recognition to be incredibly important because we should always encourage our youth to contribute to their community and celebrate their individual successes to promote them to become healthy and involved community members.

During the public forum a citizen addressed the commission about a common problem of vandalism and unsupervised youth in the area (India Blvd. and Ft. Smith area in which one house was destroyed and another burned.) This individual wanted the commission to be proactive and set funds for mailing notices to parents in area to make them aware of problem Police Officer Captain Brandon representing Sherriff Ben Johnson stated they could increase patrols and citizen patrols. Capt. Brandon also asked if any of the commissioners wanted to tour their new dispatch system and see how the system is working. These issues are not unrelated to the next issue which was to have the commission fund two non profits in the community that are requesting ten thousand dollars to fund summer programs for youth whose parents are unable to pay for them joining a summer program. The commission had a member who served as a board member for one of the two groups and the x-mayor was the director of the second program. No other non-profits were knowledgeable of the availability of this money and there was no accountability for how this sum of money would be utilized. The two representatives of these non-profits were making presentations that insulted the intelligence of the citizens of Deltona and some commission members literally insulted these representatives for their approach to receiving these funds and their attitude of entitlement. One commissioner estimated the value of the facilities in which both organizations operate without cost as over 45,000 dollars not counting the ten thousand they are wanting the city to pay them. One commissioner used that information as Mr. Sullivan representing Boys and Girls Club made a vague threat about not feeling welcome and moving out some of their offices. A commissioner who obviously had a vested interest apologized to Mr. Moulder and Mr. Sullivan for the treatment they were receiving as another commissioner had the nerve to ask why the commission should believe the x-mayor when he stated he was not gaining any profits for running his summer tennis program. In the end the commission after repeated efforts by commissioners vested in getting money to these organizations could not get the three other commissioners to approve any resolution it finally failed.
The commission had then listened to the issues of passing an ordinance that would effectively close down internet cafes. The attorney assisted the commission in understanding the best way to accomplish this goal may be through zoning as this has been done in neighboring municipalities. The commission wants to discourage gambling and the exposure to the public, especially vulnerable populations in the community, which I definitely agree with the commission on this decision. I completely believe that the entire community will benefit without the presence of these internet cafes that somehow manipulate the law in order to be legal gambling in the community.  

Other topics that were discussed during this particular meeting included the commission considered extending hours of Farmers Market and the number of non-profits that could be invited, passing a signage ordinance regarding public safety signs, and the delay in the building of fire station #65- an extension was given the contractor as the city was late in obtaining a grant and during that delay the contractor lost a needed sub-contractor. The 6 week extension allows the contractor to avoid a penalty which seemed fair under the circumstances. The commission had even discussed 3/13-19 Sunshine Week, in which a proposal was made to allow the public to see their work shops where all issues are discussed in preparation of creating city rules/laws.
